* Ansprechende Texte aus Zeitungen und Magazinen sollen hierbei themenbezogen die sprachlichen Fihig-
keiten verbessern.

e Verschiedene Arbeitstechniken machen die Textarbeit interessant und Vielfdltig.

Anmerkungen zum Thema:

Alltag in der Schule und an der Universitit sind Themen, mit denen sich die Schiiler in der Regel gerne
auseinandersetzen, da hierbei ein hohes Maf} an Identifikation moglich ist. Deshalb beschéftigt sich die vor-
liegende Reihe u.a. mit der Vorbereitung amerikaniseher Schiiler auf ihr Schulabschlussfest und damit, wie
diese Partys heute reglementiert werden. Hierbéi die Sichtweise der Eltern, der Lehrer und der betroffenen
Schiiler kritisch zu betrachten, sollte auf groffes Interesse stoflen.

Neue Denkansétze beziiglich des Medizinstudiums, hin zu einer vertrauteren und intensiveren Beziehung
zwischen Arzt und Patient, sind ein weitérer Aspekt, der an zwei Texten anschaulich erldutert wird.

Hinweis: In Abweichung zum gewohnten Aufbau entféllt bei dieser Unterrichtseinheit der Abschnitt “Unter-
richtsplanung”. Auf den Einsatz der mitgegebenen Materialien wird dafiir im Folgenden kurz eingegangen.

Im Text “Cheaters at College Shift to Higher Tech” (vgl. Texte und Materialien M 1) werden die techni-
schen Moglichkeiten beschrieben, die den Betrug bei Priifungen erleichtern. Auch die Frage, ob die techni-
sche Innovation der einzige Grund fiir die steigenden Zahlen diesbeziiglich ist, wird diskutiert. Die Annota-
tions und Assignments unterstiitzen die Textarbeit. Still- und Gruppenarbeit kdnnen sich hier abwechseln.

Die bereits erwdhnte Schulabschlussparty wird im Text “Barred from the Prom” (vgl. Texte und Materia-
lien M 2) beschrieben und erldutert. Auch an diesen Text anschlieBend finden sich Annotations und Assign-
ments.

Medizinstudenten sollen nicht wie bisher einen Arzt bei all seinen Patienten begleiten — sondern den Patien-
ten bei all seinen Arzten. Vor dem Hintergrund, dass die relativ jungen Medizinstudenten meistens gesund
sind und daher recht wenig Erfahrung im Umgang mit Arzten haben, sollen sie auf diese Weise die Probleme
der Patienten kennen lernen. Langfristig soll dabei das Verstindnis der Arzte fiir ihre Patienten verbessert
werden. — Diese teilweise bereits verwirklichte Idee wird in dem Text “Teaching Doctors to Care” (vgl. Tex-
te und Materialien M 3) beschrieben.

Der Text “At a Museum, Future Doctors Study the Art of Observation” (vgl. Texte und Materialien M 4)
erldutert einen weiteren Aspekt, der in die dhnliche Richtung geht. Arzte sollen lernen, linger und genauer
hinzusehen, um schneller zu einer richtigen Diagnose zu kommen, was langfristig auch die Kosten senken
konnte.

Cheaters at College Shift to Higher Tech

Los Angeles — At the University of California at Los Angeles, a student loaded his class notes into a
handheld e-mail device and tried to read them during an exam; a classmate turned him in. At the journal-
ism school at San Jose State University, students were caught using<spell check on their laptops when
part of the exam was designed to test their ability to spell.

5 And at the University of Nevada, Las Vegas, after students photographed test questions with their cell-
phone cameras, transmitted them to classmates outside the €xam room and got the answers back in text
messages, the university put in place a new proctoring system.

“If they’d spend as much time studying,” said an.eXasperated Ron Yasbin, dean of the College of Sci-
ences at UN.L.V,, “they’d all be A students”

10 With their arsenal of electronic gadgets, students these days find it easier to cheat. And so, faced with an
array of inventive techniques in recent years, college officials find themselves in a new game of cat and
mouse, trying to outwit would-be cheats this exam season with a range of strategies — cutting off Internet
access from laptops, demanding the surrender of cellphones before tests or simply requiring that exams
be taken the old fashioned way, with pens and paper.

15 “It’s kind of a hassle,” said Ryan M. Dapremont, 21, who just finished this third year at Pepperdine Uni-
versity in Santa Barbara, and has had to take his exams on paper. “My handwriting is so bad,” he said.
“Whenever I find myself having to write in a bluebook, I find my hand cramps up more, and I can’t write
as quickly.”

Mr. Dapremont said technology had made cheating easier, but added that plagiarism in writing papers
20 was probably a bigger problem because students can easily lift other people’s writings off the Internet
without attributing them.

Still, some students said they thought cheating these days was more a product of the mind-set, not the
tools at hand.

“Some people put a premium on where they’re going to go in the future, and all they’re thinking about

25 1is graduate school and the next step,” said Lindsay Nicholas, a third-year student at U.C.L.A. She added
that pressure to succeed “sometimes clouds everything and makes people do things that they shouldn’t
do.”

In a survey of nearly 62,000 undergraduates on 96 campuses over the past four years, two-thirds of the
students admitted to cheating. The survey was conducted by Don McCabe, a professor at Rutgers Uni-

30 versity in New Jersey who has studied academic misconduct and helped found the Center for Academic
Integrity at Duke University in North Carolina.

David Callahan, author of “The Cheating Culture: Why More Americans Are Doing Wrong To Get
Ahead” (Harcourt, 2004), suggested that students today feel more pressure to do well in order to get into
graduate or professional school and secure a job.
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
