2.16 Figureheads of the British Empire

Voruberlegungen

Francis Drake (vgl. Texte und Materialien M 1)

... was an English pirate and explorer. After five years of plundering in the Spanish Caribbean from 1567
to 1572 he was sponsored by Elizabeth I for an expedition to the Pacific. His circumnavigation of the
world (1577-1580) was the second after that of Magellan. During the attack of the Spanish Armada (1588)
he was responsible for the effective counter attack of the English navy.

Dates:

1540: year of birth

1577: start of his circumnavigation of the world

1580: return from the circumnavigation of the world

1588: Drake was responsible for the victory against the Spanish Armada
1596: year of death

Places:

Devon: his birthplace

San Juan de Ulta: on his first voyage to the West Indies Drake and his men were attacked by the Spanish
there

Plymouth: in 1581 Drake was made mayor of Plymouth

Pacific Ocean: Drake and his crew crossed the Pacific Ocean in 1579

Portobello: Drake died while anchored off the coast of Portobello

Names:

The Golden Hind: Drake’s flagship during his circumnavigation of the world (1577-1580)

Queen Elizabeth: Elizabeth gave him a privateering commission; i.e. a license to plunder in Spanish
America

Thomas Doughty: leader of a rebellion of his crew against him

New Albion: name that he gave the newly discovered lands north of San Francisco

Buckland Abbey: country house which Drake bought for himself

Quotation:

“the master-thief of the unknown world” (attributed to the Spanish ambassador in England)

Voriiberlegungen

John Smith (vgl. Texte und Materialien M 2)

He was one of the colonists at Jamestown, the first permanent English settlement in North America.

He was captured by the Indians and — according to his own account — saved from certain death by Poca-
hontas, the daughter of an Indian chief. Smith’s accounts of the New World were widely read and contrib-
uted to the rapid colonization of North America.

Dates:

1580: year of birth

1607: arrival in Chesapeake Bay

1608: president of the Jamestown Colony
1614: voyage to New England

1631: year of death

Places:

Hungary: fighting against the Turks as a soldier in Hungary
Chesapeake Bay: place of arrival in America

Jamestown: settlement of which Smith became president
New England: the destination of Smith’s second voyage

Names:

Virginia Company: company that financed his voyage

Powhatan Confederacy: Indian tribal union

Pocahontas: 13-year-old daughter of the Indian chief Wahunsonacock who (according to Smith) saved him
from being killed

“And here in Florida, Virginia, New-England and Canada is more land than all the people in Christendome
can manure; and yet more to spare than all the natives of those Countries can use and cultivate. The natives
are only too happy to share: If this be not a reason sufficient to such tender consciences; for a copper kettle
and a few toys; as beads and hatchets, they will sell you a whole Country.”
